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Overview:  
The Outsiders suggested placing 18 disc golf targets in local parks as part of a proposal to use 
Proposition 40 funds for the construction of the highway 32 advanced disc golf course. The18 
targets placed in local parks replace the need for 
an interim management of the highway 32 short 
course. 
 
The placement of targets in local parks would 
mirror that of the Oak Way Park disc golf target 
installation.  Oak Way Park maintains 3 disc golf 
targets that receive regular use.  No tee pads 
would be installed, and minimal signage would be 
placed at the site. 
 
Targets would be placed in triangular installations 
in groups of 3.  The targets would be installed at 
least 100’ away from playgrounds.  A 50’ radius 
would also be used to keep targets away from 
roads and other recreational installations.  The 
targets themselves would be located 200’-400’ 
apart.  In some cases shorter or longer distances could be used. 
 
Since no tee pads will be used players can position themselves to throw at a challenging 
distance.  This means that longer target-to-target distances may be considered than would be the 
case with fixed tee pad areas.  Longer distances can also be considered on holes in grass parks 
that have few obstacles.  This can encourage beginner players to attempt “roller” throws, or to 
develop distance throwing.  
 
Signage would be placed directing disc golf park users to a web site that indicates other regional 
disc golf facilities and other information related to this recreational activity.  The Outsiders 
currently maintain a web page for this purpose.

Project Cost:  
The Chico City Council indicated that at least $7,200 of Proposition 40 money would be allocated 
for this project.  The estimated cost is higher than that figure.  The cost includes the high quality 
targets for increased durability (as used at Oak Way Park and Sherwood Forest), 3 extra 
installation sleeves, 6 signs, installation material, and volunteer labor to document installation 
locations, assemble and weld the targets, and install the targets and signs.  
 
18 targets @ $450 each = $8,100 
3 target sleeves @ $25 each = $75 
6 signs @ $200 each = $1,200 
18 locks @ $20 each = $360 
18 mow strips @$75 each = $1,350 
concrete and rebar for target installation = $360 
overage = ~5% = $600 
installation = volunteer 200 hours 
Project cost = $11,685 
Per site cost = ~$1,950   



Installation Technique:  
Disc golf targets are installed and locked into sleeves concreted into the ground.  The first step in 
installation is digging a hole 1’ diameter x2’ deep.  2 to 3 pieces of short rebar (12”-18”) are 

pounded through the sides of the hole.  80-120lbs of 
concrete is then poured around the sleeve which is 
kept plumb during the process.  For loose soil larger 
amounts of concrete should be used, or alternatively 
¾” road base may be mixed with the concrete.  The 
rebar is used to prevent people from rotating the 
target out of soft ground. 
 
When the concrete dries the assembled disc golf 
target is locked in place.  Disc golf targets installed 
this way may be removed if necessary, to allow for 
other uses.  It is also possible to place alternate target 
locations, or simply install a new sleeve if a target 
needs to be moved due to complaints or problems.      
 
Targets should be marked or engraved in a noticeable 
manner to deter theft.

Community Park: 
Although target-to-target lengths are long, this site will not have tee pads determining actual 
areas of play.  Players may walk to areas they feel are challenging.  The proximity to the tennis 
courts can be closer than 100’ due to the fencing provided along the courts.  Trees also prevent 
discs from traveling up and over the fencing.
